Did you know that you can put many of your old 
household items in the St. Vincent de Paul bins at  
SMM and they will be collected and sent to Haiti? 
These items do not have to be new, but they should 
be in good condition. For example: 
• Baseball caps  
• Decks of cards, match cars, jump ropes, Frisbees 
• Embroidery floss and small sewing kits 
• Hand lotions, shampoos and hand sanitizers (trial 

size from hotels) 
• Flannel backed tablecloths (used for birthing 

pads) 
• Jewelry, earrings and bracelets (given as reward 

in classes) 
• Nail clippers 
• Pillowcases (used to carry foods) 
• Towels (even torn ones are cut up to make wash-

cloths) 
• Sheets (used to make diapers and baptismal 

dresses) 
• Tackle boxes (used by midwives to carry sup-

plies) 
• Shower caps (used to cover foods), and  
• Old suitcases NO FABRIC SUITCASES (soft) 

sent to Haiti packed, and after are used by people 
to hold their belongings. 

Items may be placed in bags marked ‘Haiti’ for ease in     
sorting. This is an ongoing collection.
